It would cost about $30,000 to purchase and install solar PV panels on the roof of a government
home or commercial property. The panels would take up about 4 metres x 5 metres of

This installation would generate about 280 kilowatt-hours (kWh) of electricity a month.
Under the microFIT price schedule, the payment for rooftop solar PV is 80.2 cents per by the Canada Revenue Agency, so you may need to producing clean, green electricity.
